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PHOTOCELL VERSION 
The built in photocell detects when darkness comes and activates the floodlight, switching the floodlight on. When sunlight arrives, the 
floodlight will automatically switch off.  
Because of the photocell sensor’s reactivity to light, it is important to install correctly to avoid sensor to activate at an incorrect time: 

• Do not install floodlight with sensor on/near a reflective surface. 
• Do not install floodlight with sensor pointing near another light source 
• Do not install floodlight with sensor pointing under a shelter/area where sunlight will not hit it.

Underneath the sensor you will see three dials for the PIR settings: 
TIME: The length of time that remains switched on after activation is adjustable from (10±5) seconds up to (5±1) 
minutes. Once the lamp has been triggered by the PIR sensor any subsequent detection will start the timed period 
again from the beginning.  
SENSITIVITY: Determines the max. detection distance that the sensor covers. At the max. position, the detection 
range will be max. 12 meters 
LUX: The Lux control module has a built-in sensing device (PHOTODIODE) that detects daylight and darkness. 
Adjustable from daylight to night; it means that the lamp can be turned on after activation in daylight or night 
according to your setting.  
 
 
 
 

The PIR (Passive Infra-Red) sensor has a sensing device which continuously scans a preset operating zone 
and immediately switches the lamp on when it detects movement in that area. 
To achieve the best results ideally the PIR sensor should be mounted 1.8-2.5m (6-8ft) above the area to be 
scanned to avoid nuisance triggering, the sensor should be directed away from heat sources such as 
barbeques, air-con units, other outside lights, moving cars, and flue vents. 
Do not aim towards reflective areas such as white walls, swimming pools etc.
